Directions:

By Car



From London/M25, Take the A3 southbound, or leave the M25 at Junction 10 and take the A3 south towards Guildford. Leave the A3 at the junction after the M25 exit, signposted to Ockham and Ripley. Following the signs to "Horsley Towers", take the B2039 to Ockham and East Horsley. Stay on this road, passing under a railway bridge, and continue for one and a half miles after Horsley railway station. The entrance is on the left between two gatehouses, just after the second parade of shops, signposted to Horsley Park.

From the South, Take the A3 heading north. Exit at the junction after Guildford, signposted to Ripley, Woking and Dorking. At the first roundabout turn right towards Clandon and Dorking (A247). Continue through Clandon until you reach a set of traffic lights and turn left onto the A246. Continue on this road, going straight across a roundabout at West Horsley, until you reach a left turn with the Duke of Wellington Public House on the left hand side corner. Following the signs to "Horsley Park Towers", turn left immediately after the pub into East Horsley. The entrance to Horsley Park is 100 metres on the right, immediately before a set of traffic lights, just after the church.

IMPORTANT SATNAV INFO: Certain in-car satellite navigation systems do not recognise the Horsley Park post code of KT24 6DU. Please note there is no access to Horsley Park via either Pennymead Drive or Lynx Hill. Please use the directions as above - the entrance to Horsley Park is precisely 3.9 miles from the A3 junction and/or 0.1 mile from the A246 junction.

By Rail 
Horsley station is just one and a half miles from the Horsley Site. On weekdays there are two trains every hour from both Waterloo Station and Guildford.

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By Air

Heathrow and Gatwick airports are equidistant from Horsley. Journey times are between 25 and 40 minutes depending upon traffic. Taxis to/from either airport can be booked from Reception.

What to bring:


You MUST have:
· Walking boots
· A Water bottle (minimum 1 litre)

· A Rucksack with a plastic liner
· Waterproofs: jacket and trousers
· A Warm hat
· Warm gloves (not leather)
· Thick walking socks
· Base layer: (thin thermal or warm T-shirt.  Best not to be cotton as it gets cold when wet)
· Over layer: (warm sweater or fleece)
· Extra layer: warm top for when cold (eg. when stopped for lunch)
· Comfortable walking trousers (not jeans as they are too cold & heavy when wet)

· Personal Medication
· Smart casual clothes for the evening.

You may wish to bring:
· Trekking Poles

· Vacuum flask (if you like hot drinks on the hill)

· Medium size Tupperware container or plastic bag, to put picnic lunch in.
· Sit mat 
· Sun glasses
· Lip salve

· Camera

Other Things to do in the area

RHS Wisley Gardens
The flagship garden of the RHS, Wisley captures the eye and awe of all, with richly planted borders, luscious rose gardens and the state-of-the-art Glasshouse, there is much to see in all weathers. Given as a gift to the Society in 1903, Wisley has evolved over time into a world-class garden. Elsewhere in the garden, cultivation techniques are tried and tested, and a series of model gardens answers the needs of a variety of conditions and circumstances to show all green fingers how to grow at home.

Denbies Vineyard
Denbies English Vineyard is situated in Dorking, in the heart of the Surrey Hills, overlooking Box Hill and it hosts the Indoor Wine Experience tours all year round. Also explore the Outdoor Vineyard by train, which runs daily. This beautiful estate set in 265 acres of beautiful scenery is the UK's largest single estate vineyard. Whether you are visiting Surrey or live locally Denbies offers a wide range of interests for all and a chance to sample Britain in a glass.

Box Hill


Box Hill lies along Surrey's North Downs and there are breathtaking views across the surrounding countryside perfect for those looking for great photographic spots and for those exploring the surrounding areas. It's home to some fantastic wildlife and plants too including the Adonis Blue butterfly and bee orchid. With paths, brooks and a steep climb, there is plenty for all to see and to keep the children occupied there is even a discovery centre.

Guildford Castle

Guildford Castle began as a Norman motte and bailey castle, built soon after 1066. The wooden defences were replaced by stone during the 12th century, and the motte acquired first a shell keep and then the strong and unusually small tower keep. As the only royal castle in Surrey it became the centre for administration and justice, with the tower converted to use as the county gaol. The royal apartments were moved to a palace in the bailey below, which under Henry III became one of the most luxurious royal residences in England. Set in beautiful countryside, enjoy a long walk around the gardens and see the tower remains.

Guildford Cathedral
Guildford Cathedral is the mother church of the Diocese of Guildford, covering 500 square miles of Surrey, north east Hampshire, the London Borough of Kingston and a part of West Sussex. The huge Cathedral provides both focus and resource for the whole community, a venue for concerts, art and education, a place of pilgrimage, as well as stillness, prayer and daily choral worship. Information on events are updated on their website regularly.

Hampton Court Palace
Join Henry VIII's courtiers and discover the history of the infamous King and his visits to Hampton Court Palace, as well as the opportunity to bump into the man himself, along with others of his time decorated in the stately costumes and surroundings. Visit the many grand rooms including the chapel, great hall and the exhibition of paintings of Charles II’s mistresses. Also get interactive with the smells of the tudor kitchens that were expected to provide meals for 600 people twice a day and take in over 60 acres of beautifully maintained and internationally celebrated gardens with a test for your family with one of the most famous Mazes in the world.
