Purbeck House Hotel,
Swanage Studland and the Dorset Coast

On behalf of all the WalkWise team, thank you for booking your walking event!  The WalkWise guides will arrive early evening and are looking forward to meeting you. 

· Arrival time: any time after 4pm.  Should you wish to arrive any earlier please enquire at the centre directly.

· The Arrival Meal is set for 8pm, when you will have the opportunity to meet your guides and they will discuss the overall event and walks.  (If you are going to be late for the arrival dinner please advise the hotel or leaders on the contact numbers below!).
· What to bring: To ensure that you are properly equipped, please take a moment to read through the ‘What to bring list’ and ensure that you have the necessary clothing and equipment.

Directions:
Purbeck House Hotel, 91 High Street, Swanage, Dorset, BH19 2LZ.  Tel: 01929 422 872.
By Car: From London, take the M3 towards Southampton.  From Junction 13 on the M3, follow the signs for the M27 West.  At the end of the M27, carry straight on, on the A31.  Stay on the A31 towards Dorchester for approximately 25 miles, then, at the Roundhouse roundabout, turn left on to the A350, signed Poole.  After 3.5 miles, turn right at the roundabout, on the A35 towards Dorchester.  After 2 miles, at the Bakers Arms roundabout, turn left on the A351, signed Swanage.  Follow the A351 all the way to Swanage, then follow the map below to find the hotel.
From Birmingham and the North, take the M40 to junction 9, and then pick up the A34 south all the way to the M3, then follow the directions above.

From Bristol and the Northwest, take the M5 to junction 15, and pick up the M4 east to junction 18.  Here, take the A46 south toward Bath, and after 7.5 miles, branch left signed Bath, Warminster, and at the roundabout, take the third exit on to the A4 (signed Bath).  After 1.3 miles, bear left on to Cleveland Place East A36.  Stay on the A36 for nearly 20 miles, then at Warminster, watch for a roundabout where the third exit is signed A350 Poole, and take this road.  Follow the A350 to Blandford Forum.  Here, at the Salisbury Road roundabout, take the second exit, signed A354 for Dorchester.  Follow this road across the next roundabout, then at the Bournemouth Road roundabout, take the first exit on the A350 signed Poole.  Follow the A350 for 10 miles, then turn right at the roundabout, on the A35 towards Dorchester. After 2 miles, at the Bakers Arms roundabout, turn left on the A351, signed Swanage.  Follow the A351 all the way to Swanage, then follow the map below to find the hotel.

By Train: The nearest mainline station is at Wareham.  From here, you need to get a taxi for the last 10 miles or so to Swanage.

What to bring:


You MUST have:
· Walking boots
· A Water bottle (minimum 1 litre)

· A Rucksack with a plastic liner
· Waterproofs: jacket and trousers
· A Warm hat
· Warm gloves (not leather)
· Thick walking socks
· Base layer: (thin thermal or warm T-shirt.  Best not to be cotton as it gets cold when wet)
· Over layer: (warm sweater or fleece)
· Extra layer: warm top for when cold (eg. when stopped for lunch)
· Comfortable walking trousers (not jeans as they are too cold & heavy when wet)

· Personal Medication
· Smart casual clothes for the evening.

You may wish to bring:
· Vacuum flask (if you like hot drinks on the hill)

· Medium size Tupperware container or plastic bag, to put picnic lunch in.
· Sit mat 
· Sun glasses
· Lip salve

· Camera

· Personal first aid kit
· Trekking Poles
In good weather and/or summer, you may also wish to bring

· Short trousers

· T - Shirts

· Sun hat

· Sun tan lotion

In poor weather and/or winter, you may also wish to bring:
